This releases nutrients that phytoplankton,
tiny plant-like organisms, need to survive

WHALES COME TO THE SURFACE
TO BREATHE

As they trave! up to take a breath, they circulate
nutrients. This is known as the ‘whale pump'

THROUGH PHOTOSYNTHESIS, PHYTOPLANKTON
ABSORB NEARLY A THIRD OF HUMAN-GENERATED
CARBON DIOXIDE FROM THE ATMOSPHERE
